Minutes of the City of Berryville, February 10, 2026, City Council Meeting, 

Members present: Mayor Dennis Selby, Councilwoman Brenda Pulis, Councilman Clinton Lax, 

Councilman Gene Fagelson and Councilman Edward Bogue. Absent: Mayor Pro Tem Bobbie Evans. 

Mayor Selby called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with an invocation and a salute to the flag.

Item #3: Water & Field Operations: Ruben Servin to present a report on the status of the city's water

Item #7: Discuss and take any follow-up action on separation of the BVFD Accounts from the City to 

the Fire Department.
